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Abstract: Sociological literature surrounding gentrification presents the phenomenon as class-oriented but does not specifically address the issue of race.  In most instances, scholars tend to discuss gentrification in a color-blind fashion; the connections between race and class are virtually nonexistent in the literature on urban redevelopment. New Urbanism is a classed process, but the exclusion of race from the concept neglects the fact that native and immigrant racial and ethnic minorities disproportionately suffer the consequences of neoliberal development policy, including political and economic disempowerment, physical and social displacement, and demonization. 
The shift from an industrial economy to a post-industrial service economy in New Urban "world cities" creates a push that drives local minorities away from the city and a pull that draws new immigrants into the city, including affluent native Whites who have a stake in the redevelopment of their destinations.  The recent popularity of mixed-use zoning policies best exemplifies New Urbanism, and specifically the third wave of gentrification as described by Neil Smith.  This results in inequitable economic outcomes for racial and ethnic minorities and immigrants.  Despite the potential for the city's economic improvement through gentrification, these benefits still are still largely exclusive of minority groups, both spatially and economically. 
In this paper, we will be synthesizing literature in order to discuss New Urbanism, the consequences of these policies on racial minorities and immigrants (the gentrified) in global urban centers, and the possible future for New Orleans, post-Hurricane Katrina, as a "clean slate" for New Urbanist development.
